WhatsApp Message, Wednesday 25th June 2025

I am hardly surprised not to have heard from you. Do not imagine you can simply walk away from your responsibilities at 112, Merlin Crescent, Bridgend, CF31 4QN by remaining silent. 
Can we please leave the emotion and excess verbiage out of this? You know what you quoted and have been paid for, and what you have actually done (including leaving your employee’s name inscribed on my drive and some damage to the drive surface.) I do not want to hear any more of you blaming everybody and everything else for your shortcomings – including those you term ‘your staff,’ your lack of funds, ‘Checkatrade,’ those who have previously carried out work for me, my failure to provide refreshments, and even problems your vehicle leasing arrangements. I simply want this matter to be brought to something that resembles a satisfactory conclusion.
As I have already told you, if this is not done, I intend to take action. I have already wasted far too much time, as well as money, on what should have been a straightforward garden construction job. I did think such action would have to be against you personally, Simon Alexander Brooks of 100 Parkfields Road, Bridgend, CF31 4BL. However, my preliminary investigations inform me that Magnolia Parkfields Ltd is a Limited Liability Company registered with Companies House on 16th June 2024 (registration 15783215). Also, I am informed that, as at today’s date of 25th June 2025 Magnolia Parkfields Ltd has not been declared insolvent, and you are not at present disqualified from acting as a company director. 
I must therefore advise you that, if you do not give me your written proposals for concluding this matter by 12 noon on Thursday, 3rd July, Magnolia Parkfields Ltd will be served with formal notice that the necessary action is proceeding.
If it helps, let me advise you that I do not expect you to, indeed do not I have the faith in your ability to, carry out the overall remedial work you claim should be done on my drive. 
Please do not assume you can simply turn up at this address when it suits you. Any agreed work is to be carried out by appointment. Let me advise you now that an appointment will not be possible on  Monday, 30th June 2025 or Wednesday, 2nd July 2025.

Please note that I do not wish to hear from you again, other than in the form of your written proposals, by 12 noon on Thursday, 3rd July 2025, for concluding the matter of the abandoned work on the garden in the front of 112 Merlin Crescent, CF31 4QN,
I should like to correct one of the factual inaccuracies in the series of WhatsApp messages you sent yesterday, before you start to believe it yourself. I did NOT say that Magnolia Parkfields Ltd was in liquidation. In fact I said the opposite: ‘… I did think such action would have to be against you personally, Simon Alexander Brooks of 100 Parkfields Road, Bridgend, CF31 4BL. WhatsApp Message, Thursday 26th June 2025 (afternoon)
Yet another long-winded text from you. Please don’t pretend you don’t know what needs resolution. You were only here days ago. To assist you, I am sending a photograph of the top end of the drive. From this, you’ll be reminded that your scrawl needs to be removed and the broken part of the drive surface (which you broke yourself) needs to be repaired.
I am aware that you have been advised that the present drive surface is not of your recommended type and that a perfect match might not be achievable, but you haven’t yet shown me what would be possible. As I’ve told you several times before, I am NOT looking for replacement of the existing wider drive surface at this time. If I was, I certainly wouldn’t entrust such work to you.
A quick check of the Law Society’s Rolls of Solicitors (all I had time for today) informed me that the only solicitor named Elizabeth Brooks is one based in the offices of Slater & Gordon in Merseyside. I assume this is not your wife, although there is a lot of remote working these days, or your wife could be registered under some other name.
However, my dispute is with Magnolia Parkfields Ltd. You are the sole director of that company, and I have no intention of writing to anyone else about it. If you need to consult your wife, then you can do this yourself. 
My intention was to write to you after 12 noon on 3rd July 2025 if and when the legal claim was in the hands of the Courts’ Service. I was going to do this purely out of courtesy; the Service itself would provide you with details of the claim. However, since you clearly have no intention of offering a resolution to our dispute and instead keep wasting my time by bombarding me with pointless and sometimes offensive messages, I see no purpose in waiting until next Thursday. Instead, I intend to make my claim as soon as I can put the details together. This won’t me take long, once I can find the time to do it.
